Standard Operating Guidelines

Fire Police

I. Purpose

To establish minimum guidelines for the training, duties and personal protective equipment of fire department members performing fire police duties.  

II. Scope

The organization shall maintain a subgroup of members who are authorized to perform fire police duties.  All persons performing fire police duties shall be sworn in annually by a municipal official.  All persons shall maintain the appropriate level of training,  utilize approved equipment and be under the direction of the fire chief and fire line officers, fire police officers and local and state police officials.

III. Training

· Recognizing and Identifying Hazardous Materials - initially a four (4) hour course offered through the state   

· Annual in-house hazardous materials refresher

· State certified course in Fire Police Operations  i.e. Fire Police I

· Additional in-house training as determined by the officers

IV. Personal Protective Equipment - Minimum requirements
· Fire Police Badge - must be  visible on outermost garment

· Traffic Vest - Florescent Orange w/ reflective striping

· Hard Hat - white

· Flashlight with traffic wand

· Flag - orange

· Flares

The level of personal protective equipment shall never be less than that required for the PENN DOT work force.

V. Duties

· supply traffic and crowd control during incidents

· establish alternate routes around an incident scene as directed by law enforcement officials

· establish and maintain fire lines and restricted access to the area around an incident scene

· assist in search and rescue

· carry out evacuation orders
